This study aims to improve students' English vocabulary mastery through the
school environment as a learning resource. The type of research is the Design Class
Action Research from John Elliot which has four stages in each cycle, namely:
Planning, Implementation, Observation, and Reflection. The research was carried
out in two cycles, each cycle of three meetings, the researcher acted as an observer
and the teacher as a teacher or called CAR Participants. The research subjects were
students of class VIII. B MTs Terpadu Manba'ul Ulum Klepek totaling 20 female
students. Data collection was obtained based on the results of observations, tests,
and documentation. The data analysis used is descriptive qualitative and descriptive
quantitative. The cycle is stopped when students achieve classical completeness
80%/16 students and individual students reach KKM 73.

Based on the results of the study, there were 4 students (20%) passed the study
and 16 students (80%) failed by obtaining an average score. 50.5. After taking
action on the environment around. the school as a learning resource, the data
obtained in the first cycle increased by 25% with an average value of 69.25 with 9
students (45%) graduating and 11 students (55%) failing. In cycle Il the average
score of students was 84.75, with 17 students (85%) graduating, 3 students (15%)
failing and an increase of 40% from cycle I to cycle Il. From this data it can be
concluded that the learning is declared complete individually and classically. The
use of the environment around the school as a learning resource can improve
students’ English vocabulary mastery and can attract students' attention to be
enthusiastic and active in learning.

Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk meningkatkan penguasaan kosakata Bahasa
inggris siswa melalui lingkungan sekitar sekolah sebagai sumber belajar. Jenis
penelitian yaitu Penelitian Tindakan Kelas desain dari Jhon Elliou yang memiliki
empat tahap dalam setiap siklusnya yaitu: Perencanaan, Pelaksanaan, Pengamatan,
dan Refleksi. Penelitian dilaksanakan dalam dua siklus, setiap siklus tiga
pertemuan, peneliti bertindak sebagai observer dan guru sebagai pengajar atau
disebut PTK Partisipan. Subjek penelitian yaitu siswa kelas VIII B MTs Terpadu
Manba’ul Ulum Klepek berjumlah 20 siswa perempuan. Pengumpulan data
diperoleh berdasarkan hasil observasi, tes, dan dokumentasi. Analisis data yang
digunakan yaitu deskriptif kualitatif dan deskriptif kuantitatif. Siklus dihentikan
apabila siswa mencapai ketuntasan secara klasikal 80%/16 siswa dan individual
siswa mencapai KKM 73.

Berdasarkan hasil penelitian menunjukkan nilai pra tindakan terdapat 4
siswa (20%) lulus belajar dan 16 siswa (80%) gagal dengan memperoleh nilai rata-
rata 50,5. Setelah dilakukannya tindakan lingkungan sekitar sekolah sebagai
sumber belajar, diperoleh data siklus | meningkat 25% dengan nilai rata-rata 69,25
dengan 9 siswa (45%) lulus dan 11 siswa (55%) gagal. Pada siklus Il nilai rata-rata
siswa 84,75, dengan 17 siswa (85%) lulus, 3 siswa (15%) gagal dan mengalami
peningkatan sebesar 40% dari siklus I ke siklus 11. Dari data ini dapat disimpulkan
bahwa pembelajaran dinyatakan tuntas secara individual dan klasikal. Penggunaan
lingkungan sekitar sekolah sebagai sumber belajar dapat meningkatkan penguasaan
kosakata bahasa inggris siswa dan dapat menarik perhatian siswa untuk semangat
dan giat dalam belajar.
